Is my water safe?

In the past we have conducted several tests for drinking water contaminants. We only detected 1
parameter at a level higher than the EPA allows. That contaminate was arsenic. (For more information
see the section labeled Violations at the end of the report.) This report is a snapshot of last year's water
quality. Included are details about where your water comes from, what it contains, and how it compares
to standards set by regulatory agencies. We are committed to providing you with information because
informed customers are our best allies.

Do I need to take special precautions?

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population.
Immuno-compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have
undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and
infants can be particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek advice about drinking water
from their health care providers. EPA/Centers for Disease Control (CDC) guidelines on appropriate means
to lessen the risk of infection by Cryptosporidium and other microbial contaminants are available from the
Safe Water Drinking Hotline (800-426-4791).

As most of you know the water at Centennial Farms has violated the most recent arsenic standard of 10
parts per billion. Your local government officials are aware of these violations and are working towards a

solution.



Additional Information for Lead

Infants and young children are typically more vulnerable to lead in drinking water than the general
population. It is possible that lead levels at your home may be higher than at other homes in the
community as a result of materials used in your home's plumbing. If you are concerned about elevated
lead levels in your home's water, you may wish to have your water tested and flush your tap for 30
seconds to 2 minutes before using tap water. Additional information is available from Safe Drinking
Water Hotline (800-426-4791). Infants and children who drink water containing lead in excess of the
action level could experience delays in their physical or mental development. Children could show slight
deficits in attention span and learning abilities. Adults who drink this water over many years could
develop kidney problems or high blood pressure.
